Background information
About Shropshire Wildlife Trust

Shropshire Wildlife Trust is a charity dedicated to the conservation of Shropshire's wildlife species and habitats.  The Trust plays an important role in providing information and education for all ages on how to observe, enjoy and protect wildlife.

The Trust owns/manages 38 nature reserves throughout Shropshire.  Its headquarters is also a visitor centre in Shrewsbury.

There is full and part-time staff of 40 people and the Trust relies on around 400 active volunteers who are involved in every aspect of running the organisation.  There is a growing membership (currently around 10,000) that supports the Trust's work through their membership fees and donations.

About our Headquarters and visitor centre

Opposite Shrewsbury Abbey the Trust has its administrative headquarters and visitor centre.  Around 25 staff is based here (though many spend time out on site).  Staff cover a wide range of activities, such as conservation, education, fund raising, finance, administration, membership and special projects. Around 6 staff are based at our reserves base which is a short walk away at Old Coleham yard.
The free entry visitor centre, The Cut, has wildlife gardens, a tourist information centre, a shop, displays on wildlife and wild places plus meeting and event rooms.  Around 20,000 people per year pass through the centre as casual visitors or for specific events, activities and meetings.  The centre is located within Shrewsbury town centre, adjacent to a large pay & display car park, on bus, cycle and walking routes.
About Alderford Lake 
Alderford Lake is just outside Whitchurch in north Shropshire, bordering Cheshire and Wales. It is a small family run business. The Lake is surrounded by countryside with designated walks for visitors, as well as opportunities to swim and canoe. There’s a lakeside café providing warmth, homemade food and local produce.
Shropshire Wildlife Trust has been providing activities for visitors since 2017 and is now expanding the offer to include Wild Birthday Parties, a service already proving very popular in Shrewsbury.

About the job
You will be inspiring young party goers using the natural world. Your venue will be the wild hide, a short walk away from the café and car park from which you will have access to the natural play trail, woodland, water and meadow habitats. Party themes include ‘wild child’, ‘campfire cooking and survival’ and ‘teddy bears picnic’.
Alderford is one of our highest profile sites and as such it’s essential it reflects well on the Trust. You will need to maintain an excellent working relationship with the team at Alderford. There is huge potential for the right person to inspire a love of nature in participants as well as raise the profile of Shropshire Wildlife Trust.
